The small finishing strokes that extend from the main strokes of a letter are known as serifs. Serif styles originated from chiseled letterforms of ancient Roman
stonecutters. Therefore, they have a classical personality of tradition, dignity and stability.

Literally meaning “without serif”, sans serif typestyles do not contain the finishing strokes of serif styles. These styles first appeared in an 1816 type specimen
book of English typefounder William Caslon, but were not widely accepted until the 1950’s. Their more recent acceptance gives sans serif styles a more contemporary,
modern quality.

Script and Decorative Typestyles
Ranging from casual to elaborate, script styles are as varied in visual effect as the unique handwritings they represent. Decorative styles create specific moods or
allusions to particular eras and can often be classified as trendy styles which often reflect the prevalent design influences of a particular time period or culture.
